Paul D. Bartels is a MD and a specialist in chemical pathology, and he is director of the Danish Clinical Registries – a national quality improvement programme.

Also, he is the head of the ESQH-Office for Quality Indicators, Aarhus, and vice president of European Society of Quality in Healthcare.

Paul D. Bartels is a representative of Denmark in the Patient Safety subgroup of the OECD Health Care Quality Indicators Project, and a member of the Advisory Board of WHO PATH.

Paul D. Bartels is a former Medical Director of Randers Central Hospital, and a former senior lecturer in chemical pathology, University of Aarhus and former chairman of the Danish Committee for Quality Assurance in Chemical Pathology. 

He is a lecturer, and author, and co-author of numerous publications on quality and patient safety in healthcare.
Jan Mainz is Professor of Quality Improvement at University of Southern Denmark and Medical Director in Psychiatry in Region North, Denmark.
He is Chairman of The Nordic Minister Council Project on Quality Measurement since 2006.
He is one of the Danish representatives in The OECD Health Care Quality Indicator Project since the establishment of this project.
Jan Mainz is one of the founders of The Danish National Indicator Project and Project Manager from 2000-2006. He has been head of the Quality Department of the Danish Accreditation Organization, IKAS, Institute of Quality and Accreditation In Health Care from 2006-2007.
Jan Mainz has been President of The Danish Society for Quality In Health Care from 1999-2005 and President of European Society for Quality In Health Care from 2003-2005. He has been member of the Editorial Committee of The International Journal of Quality in Health Care since 2002.

Max Köster is the project leader for setting up a “National Register Service” at the National Board of Health and Welfare. This is a government commission. One aim of the project is to increase the use of registers, especially the health care quality registers for the purpose of research and health care quality improvement. Max has a deep knowledge of Swedish registers on health and health care and their usefulness for different purposes. 

Other work areas: Long term experience in building statistical databases for the purpose of research and health care quality monitoring.
